Add-On Courses

The students of B.A. and B.Com. can take up any one of the U.G.C. sponsored Add-On Courses
in addition to their regular course of study.

General Rules for admission to all classes

1. Admission to various courses will be given on the basis of merit only.
Application for admission must be submitted on the application form attached to the Prospectus.
Attested photocopies of the following documents must be attached with the application form:
a. Detailed Marks Certificate of the previous class passed.
b. Character Certificate from the Principal of the previous institution.
c. Proof of Date of Birth (Matriculation or Senior Secondary Pass Certificate).
d. Eligibility Certificate from Panjab University and Migration Certificate
(only for students of other Indian Universities and foreign students).
Original documents must be shown at the time of admission.

If a candidate has been disqualified by any Board/ Council/ University, she cannot be granted
admission during the disqualification period. The Principal holds the discretion to reject the
application form of a candidate whom she considers ineligible in any respect, without stating any
reason.

6. A student whose result is late can seek admission within 15 working days of the declaration of the
result without late fee. This will not be applicable to the students from other Universities/Boards.
After the expiry of this period, approval from the Vice Chancellor for late admission is required.

Students who want to avail the hostel facility shall fill up a separate form.
Admission is provisional until confirmed by the University.

Gap Case : If a student wants to continue her studies after a gap of one or more years, she can do
so after submitting an affidavit on the prescribed proforma available with the Admission Committee.

The candidates placed under compartment in any subject in 10+2 examination of
PS.E.B./ any other Board/Body / Council/University in India are eligible for
admission to B.A.-I on the condition that they have secured a minimum of 33%
marks in aggregate (including the marks obtained in the compartment subject) and
have obtained at least 20% marks (Theory and Practical taken together) in the
subject of compartment.

. A candidate placed under compartment in 10+2 examination shall be granted

admission only on provisional basis. She is required to clear the compartment in
the concerned subject in the two chances provided in the same year.

Selection of Subjects

There are five subjects to be taken in B.A.-I of which two are compulsory and three are
elective subjects. As per the conditions set by Panjab University, Chandigarh, to be
eligible for a graduate degree, a student has to pass the subject of Environment and
Road Safety Education during the Second, Fourth and Sixth Semester of the degree
course, the proof of which will have to be produced while obtaining the degree.

b. If a student has failed to qualify four papers in a semester, she shall leave the
course. However, the student can appear in the next examination as a late
college student without attending the classes. In such a case the original
internal assessment shall remain the same. After qualifying the semester, she
can resume studies for which, if need be, an additional seat shall be created.
